Dear Parishioners, 
 
The apostles in todayôs Gospel go out to the deep water to catch fish.  Lent is quickly 
approaching and there is a lot of talk about fish during this season in our Church.  Why 
do we abstain from meat on Ash Wednesday and every Friday of Lent?  Is it just a ñbig 
fishò story? 

 
According to urban legend, the pope, the cardinals, and bishops initi-
ated abstinence from meat on Friday to promote the popeôs fishing 
business.  Nah!  That legend has no foundation in fact.  St. Peter,  the 
first pope, was a fisherman, and Jesus said to the apostles, ñI will 
makes you fishers of men.ò (Matthew 4:19) Yet subsequent popes 
have had no financial or economic interest in the fishing business de-
spite this bizarre rumor. 
 
The tradition goes back to the first century, when Christians abstained 
from eating meat on Fridays to honor Jesusô death on the cross on 
Good Friday.  Because Jesus sacrificed his flesh for the salvation of 
mankind, the flesh of warm-blooded animals wasnôt consume on Fri-
day.  (Catholicism for Dummies, pg. 300) 

 

Lent is not a big fish story and if you donôt like fish on Fridays then come to our first ever 

ñFaith and Food Nightsò every Friday during Lent.  Mass will be at 6:00 p.m. and Sta-

tions of the Cross will immediately follow at 6:30 p.m.  After the Stations, different 

groups in our parish will be serving tomato soup, grilled cheese, and chips.  The only 

exceptions, though, are on Friday, March 5, our annual St Johnôs Fish Fry  (for those 

who do like fish), and Good Friday.
